	

Ride Location:    Prosser Area (Truckee, CA)

(Prosser Family Campground) and (Lakeside Campground) are best staging areas for overnight camping.  Numerous other sites along Hwy. 89 on left side can be used for day use staging areas.   Open daily 24 hours weather permitting (base elevation is around 5,500 feet).   June through September riding area.
Fees: 

No day use fee, but overnight camping can run up to  $16.00 per site per night.   

Terrain/Temperatures: 
This area around Prosser Lake on right hand side of Hwy. 89 is situated near Prosser Lake and involves open riding.   Across Hwy. 89 is more forest road and mountainous climbs that can take you to elevations near 8,000 feet.   There are plenty of areas to ride   Prosser Pit riding area is a MX track with plenty of technical jumps for those adventurous souls. MX and ATV trails (as well as forest service logging roads)  Families camping overnight may want to bring fishing tackle, bug spray, and kayaks for Prosser Creek Reservoir.
	Directions from Sacramento:

Take Interstate 80 eastbound from Sacramento towards the Lake Tahoe area. Continue on I-80 from Auburn to Truckee (about 68 miles). 
When you hit the Truckee area continue on I-80 until you see the Hwy. 89 turnoff (2 miles outside of the main part of Truckee).  Exit off ramp and turn to your left to proceed on Highway 89 north.    
About 3 miles up on the right you will see Tahoe National Forest Campground signs for Prosser Campgrounds. Turn off on paved road and the first campground on left is Lakeside Campground and the next campground on the left is Prosser Family Campground (see below).
