	

Ride Location:    Yuba Gold Fields (East of Marysville, CA)
Address/Phone:       No address known 
The Gold Fields (GPS: Latitude:  39°12'54.50"N and Longitude:  121°23'35.12"W) is a public and privately owned area for MX and Quad riding that follows the southern side of the Yuba River.  The allowable riding area is mostly anywhere there is no signs posted for trespassing or private property. Open daily 24 hours it has been known to host overnight camping.   Campers beware!! 
Fees:   No fees for this riding location.    

Terrain/Temperatures: 
This area is a great Fall/Winter/Spring riding area as the terrain allows for good drainage during the wetter months of the year.  There are three distinctively different types of terrain at the gold fields.  One type is sand.  Another type is dirt/rocks.  The majority of the gold fields riding is in, around, and through old gold mining tailings (rock piles) that have been dredged up in another time period.  High summer temperatures and dusty riding is not recommended except in the early morning or later evening times.  Nature is your restroom facilities. 
	Directions from Downtown Sacramento:

Take Interstate 5 northbound towards Woodland. 

At the merger of 99/I-5 you will need to continue on Hwy. 99 towards Marysville/Yuba City.  Continue on Hwy. 99 until it again splits at Highway 70.  Continue towards Marysville on Highway 70 for about 27 miles to the town of Olivehurst.  
(see below to continue)

Directions from I-80 near Roseville:

Take I-80 until you past Roseville and see Highway 65 exit.  Take Highway 65 north through Roseville, Rocklin, Lincoln, Sheridan, Wheatland until it meets up with Highway 70 near the town of Olivehurst.

(Directions continued:)
Exit Olivehurst exit on the right hand side of Hwy. 70.  Go past Shell Station on a frontage road to the top of an overpass and turn right onto Erie Road.  Continue on Erie road for about 2 miles until you come to a 4-way stop sign for Griffith Avenue.  You will be passing a new housing development on the left.  Make a left on Griffith Avenue.  Continue 2 miles north on this two-lane road through North Beale Road until you can make a right onto Hammonton-Smartville Road.  This road will take you to the back side of Beale AFB.  Continue on Hammonton-Smartville Rd. for about 4 miles or until you begin to see the large planes sitting on the tarmac of Beale AFB.   You will turn left onto a paved road which has a sign for Western Aggregate (Hammonton Road West).   About a ¾ mile down this nicely paved road you will veer off to the right (past cement company business property) and hit a 3-4 mile stretch of gnarly pot-holed gravel road.   You will know you are getting close when you pass a 2nd set of green bee boxes on your right.  The main staging area for the Yuba Gold Fields riding area is located on your left in the open area where you generally see other MX or Quad tow vehicles/trailers staging.
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
